A PEOPLES REPORT CARD ON AMALGAMATION

The City of Hamilton has spent $75,000.00 to prepare a Citizen Satisfaction Survey to
determine the attitude of the people towards the City after amalgamation. Within the
boundaries of Flamborough only 79 people were surveyed. There was an error margin of
plus or minus 11%.

The Committee to Free Flamborough began to conduct their own 6-question survey on
January 11, 2005. The results of the survey to date indicate that 100% of respondents want the
Province to live up to its promise of a binding referendum on amalgamation.
